Adopt A School and Volunteer Program 

• 339 volunteer workshop participants  
• 603 one-on-one volunteer tutors  
• 1,671 students tutored/mentored one-on-one  
• 646 volunteers provided support services other than tutoring  
• 8,074 students received support services other than tutoring  
• 1,115 school staff served through events/activities/incentives  
• 43,727 volunteer hours  
• 194 Adopt A School partnerships  
• $130,382 value of donations from Adopt A School partners to Brunswick County Schools  

 
After School Programs 

• 638 students served in after school programs 
• 409 scholarships provided 
• 289 students performing below grade level received tutoring services  
• 30 students received Supplemental Educational Services  

 
Family Resource Centers 

• Over 2,700 children/parents received services through agency partnerships and services at 2 FRC’s 
  
Parenting Education Program 

• 203 adults and children served through 12 series (11 in English, 1 in Spanish) of 12-week parenting 
education classes  

• 134 adults and children served in 7 Parenting Education Workshops at Brunswick County Schools  
• 76 adults and children served through 2 Parenting Support Groups  

 
Family Literacy Center 

• 53 children received early childhood development services  
• 26 parents received adult education/GED/job skills/parenting services (10 GED graduates) 

 
Teen Court  

• 86 first-time offenders served 
• 109 student volunteers trained 
• 35 adult volunteers 
• 55 parents attended parenting classes 

 
Peer Court/Shallotte Middle School and South Brunswick Middle School 

• 30 first-time offenders served 
• 74 student volunteers trained 
• 16 adult volunteers 
• 22 parents attended parenting classes 

 
Dropout Prevention Program/Shallotte Middle School 

• 22 students served 
• Over 150 hours of tutoring from a certified teacher 
• Over 50 hours of counseling from a licensed counselor 
• Over 10 hours of life skills/conflict resolutions guidance
